Rules for F-Class Production Rifle (F-Class PR) Category:

- Rifle shall be centre-fire bolt action used as single shot. Removable magazines must be attached to the
rifle when firing and removed from rifle when not firing for safety purposes:

- Rifle must be equipped with unmodified factory action, barrel, and trigger. Trigger may be adjusted,
but no less than 1 % Ibs. Custom stock may be used. Scopes are restricted to 25x design power:

- Total rifle weight including optics and attachments (e.g. bipod) shall not exceed 8.0 kg (18.2 Ibs):
